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On Monday, April 11, Mr. 

Green visited the 7th and 

8th grades and conducted 

experiments varying from 

chemical reactions and 

explosive water jugs to the 

digestive system and 

intestine balloon animals.   

The 8th grade focused on 

learning about the pH 

system.  They used pH 

testing paper to identify 

certain substances by their 

acidity level, including 

lemon juice and ammonia.  

Also, they were made aware 

of the environmental 

impact pollution causes, 

mostly in the form of acid 

rain.  

The 7th graders learned 

about the digestive and 

respiratory systems and 

how they are connected.  

They performed an 

experiment with coffee 

filters that showed how 

kidneys clean blood.  While 

learning about their bodily 

functions, they were visited 

by a friend of Mr. Greenõs 

from South America: A real 

human skull!  In addition, 

they were shown a lambõs 

brain and were able to 

touch and hold (with gloves) 

a cow heart and pig 

intestine.  

Of course, all of these 

wonderful activities took 

place directly before lunch!
